Nonman DePoe is the well known CBC national affairs reporter whose 30 year
carneen in broadeast jowwnakism has ftaken him to the four corners of the workd.
Mr. DePoe's academic career includes three yeans at the University of British
Columbia and four years in the Modern Languages program at the University o
Toronto. Priokh to his involvement in broadeast jowwalism, he spent eight
years in the Canadian Aumy, inst as an enlisted man and, agter 1942, as a
commissioned offlicen.

Mr. DePoe's association with the CBC began .in 1948, and forn the following twenty
yearns he §illed numerous rokes, including: edifon for 'CBC News Roundup' ;
editorial supervison for TV features; host of 'CBC Newsmagazine'; and CBC
national affairns reponten. 1In 1968 Mr. DePoe was named co-host of "The Public
Eye', a CBC-TV public affairns series, although he remained a regularn contributon
to numerous other CBC news features. In 1969, he anchored CBC-TV's coverage of
the Ottawa Constitutional Conference. In 1975, he was anchomman for a CBC Radio
News Task Force set up to monitor the federal anti-inglation campaign and its
impact on Canadians. Mr. DePoe was honowred, 4in 1976, with the presentation ¢f
the Alex Award at the Media '76 Conference in Montreal fon his contributions to
communications in Canada,

Dr. Steinbring obtained his Ph.D. in Anthropology from the Unilvernsily of
Minnesota.

Swinton is a gifted antist in his own night, with over thirty one-man shows to
his credit. A formen Professon at the Univernsity of Manitoba's School of Fine
Art, and a membern of the Canadian Eskimo Ants Council, he has devoted himself
fon twenty yearns to the study of Eskimo sculpture, making annual trips to the
Anctic #o nesearch prehistoric Eskimo arnt and to Live among and study the work
of contempornary Eskimo sculptorns. He is presently associated with Carleton
University and is an advisorn to the Tnuit Cultural Institute, Eskimo Point,
Northwest Terwrnitornies.

Through his wiitings in Arnts Canada, the Beaven and other magazines, through
nadio and television shows, and countless Lecture fowrs, he has helped extend
throughout Noath America and Euwrope the understanding and appreciation of the
aesthetic experience of Eskimo sculpture.

PROFESSOR G. ANGUS HILLS

M. Hills obtained his BSA deghee in 1937 gfrom the Ontarnio Agricultural College
at Guelph and his MSA degree in 5048 chemistry in 1942 grom the University of
Toronto and the Ontarnio Agrnicultural College. From 1937 to 1944 he was

employed as Senion Soil Scientist at the Ontario Aghicultuwral College. 1In 1944
he joined the Ontarnio Deparntment of Lands and Forests as Soil Researnch Specialist
and was Chied Reseanch Scientist in charge of site hesearch grom 1954 until his
netinement in 1967. Since 1967 he has been on the staff of the Faculty of
Forestrny and Landscape Architecture at the University of Toronto.

Angus HilLs has enjoyed a Long career in Land-use planning and research for rural
and relatively undeveloped areas. Over the yearns, he has developed the HALLs
System of Land CLassification for potential use and management, a highly
seientific approach to supply aspects of Land inventory and analysis.

His work has become well known fo those outside his immediate field of forest
ecology through technical reponts, publications and correspondence with many

agencies and individuals. His work has been an inspiration to all those concerned

with the propern wtilization of and respect for ouwr Landscape resowrces.
